 Another nice week end and I know a lot of you were letting the breeze blow 

through your hair (or lack of as the case may be).  It always is great to feel that purr under 

you and power from the twist of the handle bar.  It always is a wonderful feeling.  I saw a lot 

of bikes on the road today and knew that they were enjoying the warmer temps to be out 

riding.   

 It also means we hopefully won’t hear ―Officer, I didn’t see them‖.  The four 

wheelers will have to condition themselves to looking for us.  In the meantime, we will have 

to be so much more alert to the carelessness of them.  When we put that helmet on, we 

also need to put that ―I am invisible‖ mode on.   

 There is a great article in the international newsletter about a situation in Florida 

about a couple being hit by a vehicle.  I am not going to put it here.  You can go to the 

website and read it.  It talks about safety and the use of modulator headlights.  There have 

been pros and cons about this.  Many of you run them.  Some of us don’t.  I am not giving a 

thumbs up or down.  I am saying that we need to continue to think about how we can be 

more visible.  For those of us that don’t have them, do we run our light on high beam during 

the day?  There are pros and cons about this habit also.  What can we do to make 

ourselves more visible?   

 Our helmets are about the highest part of our riding.  What color are they?  Do 

you think about getting a bright color when you buy?  If you can afford to get new ones or if 

it is time to change, this would be a great time to think about the color of them.  Can you put 

some reflective tape that will make them more visible?  There are different things that can 

be done.  Our jackets and gloves are other things that can be seen and can be made more 

visible.   

 Where do we ride on the road?  What is the best position at all times?  Does it 

change as the situations change?  This is another thing that give more visibility as we are 

riding.  What about that car that is on our left?  What about that truck that is behind us?  Do 

we stay in the same spot or do we vary our positions when we ride?   

 These are some of the thoughts that have been rattling in my head as I am 

starting to ride more often.  There are other things that can be done for safety.  I hope I 

have stirred you a little to think about what to do on the road and how to be safe as you 

ride.  Now go crank up that wonderful two or three wheel toy you have at you house and 

let’s go and enjoy some RIDING!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

We’ve gone to Windows 7 and Office 2007 at work – so as I figure out some things to 

make life easier – I’ll pass them along. For those that don’t have Windows 7 – have 

patience – I’ll sprinkle in some everyday pc items here and there too. 

 

One of my little gripes with the Windows 7 version of Windows Explorer is that it 

constantly forces me to manually expand folders and subfolders, instead of just 

showing me everything up front. I'm sure Microsoft did that to make everything seem 

less cluttered, but for me it just means extra work. 

 

Fortunately, there's a quick and easy way to improve the way Explorer (again, the 

Windows 7 version) handles folders. Here's how: 

 

First, run Explorer. Next, click the Organize button near the top-left corner of the 

Window, and then click Folder and Search Options. You'll see this: 

 

Check the Show all folders and Automatically expand to current folder boxes, then 

click OK. 

Now, Explorer will display all your folders at once, not just the one you've manually 

expanded. Likewise, if you open a folder directly (from, say, your Desktop), the 

Explorer folder tree will expand accordingly.
